COMPETITION ROUNDS 

The Hi-Lingua Language Competition consists of 3 

exciting rounds: 

1. Semi-Final Round: Participants compete online, 

showcasing their language skills across four levels. 

10 successful students who advance through this 

stage will qualify for the Final Round. 

2. Final Round: This round is more challenging and 

includes a video interview format, allowing 

participants to demonstrate their language fluency 

and comprehension in a more interactive setting. 

3. Grand Final in Paris: Students who win Gold, 

Silver or Bronze medals in the Semi-Final Round 

will be invited to the prestigious Grand Final in 

Paris, France. This event offers a chance to 

compete on an international stage, celebrate 

linguistic excellence, and earn top honors! 

EXAM CONDITIONS 

The exams will be conducted online through the Hi-Lingua 

Student Portal, with the supervision of the Hi-Lingua Team 

via Zoom. 

Hi-Lingua exams have 4 levels: 

>Beginners 

>Movers 

>Runners 

>Flyers 

All participants will start the exam at the Beginners level in 

the Semi-Final Round regardless of grade, age or 

language level. Students who answer a minimum of 10 out 
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The top 1 0 students in each grade group and language 

category will qualify for the Final Round based on the 

results of the Semi-Final Round Exams.
